This year the Competition is divided into 2 sections: Prints and Digital Projected Images. 

SEVEN entries may be submitted in each section. (14 in total from each club)

The category is OPEN in both sections. There is no set subject.
It is the spirit of the competition that entries should be from as many different members of your club as possible.

No member shall have more than two works in either section of the competition.
No entry shall have been entered in a previous CCC Interclub Competition.

The Judge shall be asked to allot points to each entry. The maximum points per entry are 15.
Clubs are encouraged to submit a FULL ENTRY to maximize their score.
Rules
Prints:

1.
The maximum Print size shall be 40cm x 50cm (16" x 20") including mount.  The minimum size of the visible image shall be 12.5cm x18cm (5” x 7”) 

2.
Digital images of the Prints are required please. These are not judged but used for the presentation only. (1400W x max.1050H) jpeg <1Mb
3.
Prints must be mounted.  However, prints framed, mounted on particle board or other heavy or thick material (greater than 5mm) cannot be accepted.

4.
Prints may be made by any photographic process and may be colour, monochrome, photograms, experimental, toned or hand-coloured but must clearly show an underlying photo​graphic image.

5.
Series, story-telling or photo-essay prints may be entered but shall be presented on one mount not exceeding the maximum size.

6.
The back of each print should include Club, makers name and title of the print and marked to indicate the top.
7.
Prints may be either monochrome or colour.

Digital Projected Images: 
1.
Digital Projected Images must be no larger than 1400 (w) x max.1050 (h) pixels and 
no more than 1MB. Jpeg format
2.
The name of each digital image will include (in order) the Club’s Initials and an Image Title e.g., Prints = CCCP-1-7, Digital Projected Images CCCDPI-1-7. 

For your convenience your entry form already includes these file names.

3.

Each Club will enter their digital images on a CD or USB stick and include the completed Entry Form.

4.
Digital Projected Images must be constructed completely from data obtained from accepted image-capture photographic processes (see APS definition of a photographic image).

5.
The entrant must own the copyright to the entire digital projected image.

6.
Digital Projected Images can be either monochrome or colour.

General:

1.
Each entry shall carry a title, club name and author’s name for identification.
2.
It is a condition of entry that the entrant agrees to the display of their work on the 
Camberwell Camera Club Web site, with due acknowledgement, for a limited period.  Please advise if your members do not wish to participate in this particular item.
3.
The original image(s) must be made by the entrant on photographic emulsion or acquired with a digital imaging camera.  Any modification of the original image(s) must be made by the entrant or under the entrant’s personal direction.  The final work must be on photographic film, or photographic or electronic print material, mounting excepted.

4.
A person who is a member of more than one competing club may have up to two works in each category of each of that person’s club’s entries.

5.
Entries may be commercially or home processed.

6.

All care will be taken but no responsibility will be accepted by Camberwell Camera Club Inc. or its officers for loss of or damage to entries.

7.

The club achieving the highest number of points in either category shall be awarded an appropriate certificate.

8.
The authors of the Best Print and the Best DPI of the competition shall be awarded appropriate certificates.

9.
The club achieving the highest total of points overall shall be awarded a Perpetual Trophy and a Certificate. The winning Club will hold the Trophy for one year.
Closing Date is 1st JUNE 2014
Entries may be posted or delivered to the Interclub Competition Steward, Sue Welsh, by this date. I will also be at the VAPS conference in Geelong (24th/25th May) If you would like to hand them to me then, please let me know.
